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Summary and M ethods

In response to recommendations from the Colorade Ribbon Panel on Housing and
the Colorado Foreclosure Prevention Task ForceCtilerado Division of Housing has
compiled the attached information regarding foreates in Colorado.

During the 2009 legislative session, the legiskpaissed, and the governor signed,
House Bill 1197 which mandates that the foreclosot&s contained in this report be
considered the official foreclosure statisticstad state of Colorado. The legislation also
required that statistics on cures now be includetithat Public Trustees submit the
required information to the Division of Housing.

These statistics have been collected to provideasrate a view as possible of
foreclosures in Colorado and to determine whichoregof the state are most heavily
impacted by foreclosures. The data is provided ocouaty-by-county basis and is based
on foreclosure data reported by the Public Truste#fice of each county.

This report seeks to provide two essential pie¢@sformation:
Foreclosure Filing Statistics:

The recording of the notice of election and dem@eD) is the event that begins the
foreclosure process. In general, when a borrowat lisast 3 months delinquent and in
default, the lender will file an NED with the publirustee and the borrower will receive
notice of the initial sale date. This notice vai# sent from the public trustee’s office in
the county in which the property is located, anthi point, the property is in
foreclosure.

The Public Trustee filings provide an objective swea of how many foreclosure
proceedings have been initiated in a given cousiigh filings can be “cured” and
“withdrawn” before the property is sold at auctiomaning that not all foreclosure
filings result in a final foreclosure sale. HowevRublic Trustee numbers are a useful
indicator of the number of loans in a county thetdnbecome seriously delinquent, and
they provide insights into the overall health of tieal estate market within that county.



We should note that in addition to single-familynfes, condominiums, and townhomes,
NED statistics include filings on agricultural, umtrial, commercial, and multifamily
properties. Vacant land is included as well.

Foreclosure Sale Statistics: Approximately 110-125 days after the initial filinigpe
property may be sold at the Public Trustee audtaathird party or to the mortgage
company. Once the foreclosure sale takes placeti@viproceedings will proceed during
the next several weeks.

As listed below, the foreclosure filings number ainel foreclosure auction sales number
are two independent numbers. In other words, thpeasties that went to final sale during
the current quarter are not the same propertieshndmtered the foreclosure process the
same quarter. For example, among properties thait twesale during a given quarter, a
large portion of those foreclosures were filedeatst four months earlier, meaning a
foreclosure filing and foreclosure sale do not oceithin the same quarter. The period
between the foreclosure filing and the foreclosalke at auction is legally at least 110
days, but in some cases, this period may actuadyrhuch longer.

Why are both numbersimportant?

The foreclosure filings number provides a view oftmany borrowers have become
seriously delinquent on their loans. Foreclosumegs provide a good guide to
foreclosure activity in a given county, and whilpraperty may be withdrawn from the
foreclosure process after a filing is made, thadg statistics nevertheless indicate where
borrowers are delinquent and in default.

The foreclosure sale numbers generally indicate imawy borrowers have lost all equity
in the property as the result of it being soldrtotaer party at auction, including the
mortgage company, an investor, or others. Many étoalgls in the foreclosure process
lose their properties through a variety of processeh as short sales and deed-in-lieu-
of-foreclosure agreements. Losing the propertyuph a foreclosure sale, however, is
generally most damaging to the credit of the boegwnd foreclosure does not allow for
the borrower to preserve any of the equity he ermafght still have in that property.

Study Findings

For the T quarter of 2010, Colorado public trustees repotted 36 foreclosure filings
and 6,686 sales at auction (completed foreclosufes)) the same period of 2009, there
were 10,509 filings and 4,354 sales. Comparing-pear-year for the first quarter,
foreclosure filings increased 6.0 percent and cetepl foreclosures increased 53.6
percent.

Comparing the % quarter of 2010 to the 4th quarter of 2009, farsete filings fell 1.3
percent from11,282 to 11,136. Foreclosure sales23s3 percent from 5,466 to 6,686.



Much of the new growth in foreclosure activity aking place outside of the Denver
Metro area. Growth in foreclosure sales has inegagynificantly in counties outside the
Front Range such as Mesa, Montrose, Park, La Bhatd&agle Counties. While no one
of these counties has a substantial effect onveidgetotals, as a group, these counties
have driven much of the growth in foreclosure attiin Colorado. See Table 10 for
complete listings.

A note on comparisonswith thefirst quarter of 2009: Comparing year over year, the
number of foreclosure sales increased 53.6 pefa@ntthe first quarter of 2009 to the
first quarter of this yeaCaution should be exercised if basing conclusitmmait
Colorado’s real estate markets on this informatidre large increase in sales does not
necessarily signal a wave of new delinquencies.dettia largely reflects a substantial dip
in the number of foreclosure sales during the Grsirter of 2009 caused by the
implementation of moratoria on foreclosures by sav@ajor servicers and investors.

In the chart below, it is clear that the total nembf foreclosure sales fell off rapidly as
lenders slowed the processing of foreclosures duha second half of 2008 and the first
half of 2009. Consequently, an artificially low nber of foreclosures proceeded to sale
at auction during the first and second quartei2060.

Thus, any comparisons between the first quart@0ad and the first quarter of 2009 will
show a very large increase in the year-over-yeapasisons.

The large dip shown during the second quarter 682fan be attributed to a change in
the foreclosure time line that took effect on Japuda 2008 and led to a large temporary
dip in the number of foreclosure sales during MarAgbril and May of that year.

Trends in different counties throughout the state/\considerably. The 12 most
populous counties in Colorado account for over &e@nt of all foreclosure activity in
Colorado. However, in 2007, the 12 most populousties accounted for 93 percent of
foreclosure activity in Colorado, indicating thatéclosure activity outside the

metropolitan areas has become relatively more cammo

Aggregate statewide totals and trends do not naafseeflect changes in foreclosure
totals at the county level. County-level changesawmt uniform throughout the state. As

tables 3 below shows, changes in individual cogntagied greatly.

As noted above, foreclosure sales totals were wial@vn by the enactment of moratoria
on foreclosure processing by several major sersiaed investors. This most heavily
affected foreclosure sales which dipped to a venytbtal of 3,942 during thelquarter

of 2009.

Nevertheless, comparison among counties can it yseful information about
foreclosure activity. Comparing the first quarté2610 to the same period of 2009,
Adams County and Denver County reported the sntalieseases in foreclosure sales
while Boulder, Broomfield, and Mesa counties showellargest increases.

Adams, Denver, Larimer and Pueblo counties all egpeed drops in total foreclosure
filings from 2009’s first quarter to the same pdribis year, while Mesa, Boulder and
Douglas counties showed the largest increases.

From 2009’s fourth quarter to 2010’s first quartergclosure filings fell in most
metropolitan counties. Only Pueblo County and De@@unty reported higher totals
with increases of 17.7 percent and 4.8 percenpecely.

Foreclosure sales totals increased in all metrtgotounties rose during the same
period.

Statewide, there was approximately 1 completeccfosaire (foreclosure sale) per 287
households for the first quarter of 2010.

The largest amount of foreclosure activity is om Eront Range of Colorado. The
metropolitan counties with the largest number ohpteted foreclosures per household
were Adams, Weld, Mesa, Arapahoe and Pueblo Cauftimong metropolitan counties,
Weld and Adams Counties topped the list with hdjlper 178 households and 1 filing



per 192 households respectively. In Mesa Coungyetivas one completed foreclosure
per 221 households, with Arapahoe and Pueblo cesingporting 1 filing per 234
households and 1 per 237 households, respectively.

Boulder County reported the lowest foreclosure mathe Denver metro area with 1
completed foreclosure per 605 households.

In the mountains and on the Western Slope, foractosates were generally slightly
lower. Summit County reported one completed forgale for every 251 households,
while Eagle County and Garfield County reported completed foreclosure for every
305 and 314 households, respectively.

Foreclosure rates in mountain counties also otifirat foreclosures on second homes
and time-shares.

Continued stability in the total number of new fdosure filings indicates that while
foreclosure activity is not expected to increagaisicantly, it is not expected to drop off
significantly either. Continued weakness in thepodrket and in personal income growth
will continue to contribute to mortgage delinquesscand defaults.

An examination of month-by-month data has showh thenerally speaking, there is a
six to eight-month delay between a change in necfosure filings totals, and a
subsequent change in foreclosure sales. The rieedolosure sales totals reflects the
very high totals for foreclosure filings that oced during the second and third quarters
of last year when new foreclosure filings toppe¢D0R each quarter. These high filings
numbers will likely continue to drive relativelydh foreclosure sales totals for the next
several months.

However, recent totals in filings and sales alsmasthat only about 50-55 percent of
foreclosure filings have been proceeding to saleaent quarters. Thiadicates that
lenders, borrowers and housing counselors are ngegticcess in implementing a variety
of loss mitigation strategies.

Whether or not a large number of these new filingsome foreclosure sales in 2010 will
depend on the success of loss mitigation strategies

Methods

The Colorado Division of Housing has sought toexilforeclosure information on all 64
counties. Data is collected directly from the Pafliustee’s office in each county. Some
numbers in this report reflect corrections madstébistics reported in earlier reports.

The per-household calculation for each county seHan 2008 (the most recent year
available) estimates of occupied households proviethe Colorado State
Demographer.

The household number is that of “total occupieddragi units” in each county. This is
the number used by other organizations that pulbdisdtliosure ranking data.
