Governor Ritter recognizes the significant role that State employees play in integrating sustainability and pollution prevention into state programs, policies, activities and regulations.  In order to encourage and reward employees in the integration of sustainability and pollution prevention, the Pollution Prevention Advisory Board (PPAB) has established an Employee Greening Government Awards Program (Awards Program).

Awardees will be selected by the PPAB and forwarded to the Greening Government Program Manager in the Governor’s Energy Office. The awards will be presented by Angie Fyfe, Greening Government Program Manager, at the annual Colorado Environmental Leadership Awards Event hosted by the Denver Museum of Nature and Science in October 2007.

The Awards Program hopes to encourage and motivate employees to pursue sustainability activities as well as to encourage awareness of Colorado’s greening government efforts and to further the goals and objectives identified in Executive Order D0011 07 and D0012 07, Greening of State Government.

The Awards Program will provide award recipients with a cash award.  A recognition event will be held at the Denver Museum of Nature and Science in the fall where the award recipient(s) will receive formal recognition.  Staff and supervisors are encouraged to self nominate or to nominate peers for this recognition.

Award Selection Criteria includes:

► New activity or program

► Degree of innovation

► Longevity of outcome (i.e., length of impact)

► Potential for environmental results and improvements

► Level of impact (i.e., statewide or national model, department-wide or division-wide significance)

► Application to the goals of the Greening Government Executive Orders and department:

· Adopting LEED building standards at an agency

· Developing, implementing, and augmenting programs, plans and policies that save money, prevent pollution and conserve natural resources throughout state government

· Environmental leadership

· Public awareness
